Now named ImageServ, it works well. I uploaded images optimized using MS
Image Composer. The ImageServ optimizer shaved another 20% off the KB
weight. Re-size is good - cursor drag or numerical value input changes the image
size. The thumbnail display in the file manager is definitely useful if you don't
name your image files systematically or use numbers. One click and you can see
what the image is. A good system to house images remotely for fast download by
calling the image URL. Recommended.
